The Description of the False Prophets 
 
 
We see several things as we consider the description of the False Prophets. 
 
I.  Their Presumption   v10-13 
 
 Jude 9   But when the archangel Michael, contending with the devil, was disputing about the body 
of Moses, he did not presume to pronounce a blasphemous judgment, but said, "The Lord rebuke you.  
 Dan 10:13  The prince of the kingdom of Persia withstood me twenty-one days, but Michael, one 
of the chief princes, came to help me, for I was left there with the kings of Persia 
 Psalm 82   
  Ps 58:1  Do you indeed decree what is right, you gods?  Do you judge the children of man 
uprightly? 
 John 10:34-37  Jesus answered them, "Is it not written in your Law, 'I said, you are gods'?  If he 
called them gods to whom the word of God came—and Scripture cannot be broken— do you say of him 
whom the Father consecrated and sent into the world, 'You are blaspheming,' because I said, 'I am the Son 
of God'?

 Rev 21:1-4  Then I saw a new heaven and a new earth, for the first heaven and the first earth had 
passed away, and the sea was no more. And I saw the holy city, new Jerusalem, coming down out of heaven 
from God, prepared as a bride adorned for her husband.  And I heard a loud voice from the throne saying, 
"Behold, the dwelling place of God is with man. He will dwell with them, and they will be his people, and 
God himself will be with them as their God.    He will wipe away every tear from their eyes, and death shall 
be no more, neither shall there be mourning nor crying nor pain anymore, for the former things have 
passed away." 
 
 1.  These people are not displaying God as the end, but as a means to an end.    
    
 2.  We are God’s servants, not He ours.  
 
 Deut 13:1-5   If a prophet or a dreamer of dreams arises among you and gives you a sign or a 
wonder, and the sign or wonder that he tells you comes to pass, and if he says, 'Let us go after other gods,' 
which you have not known, 'and let us serve them,' you shall not listen to the words of that prophet or that 
dreamer of dreams. For the Lord your God is testing you, to know whether you love the Lord your God 
with all your heart and with all your soul. You shall walk after the Lord your God and fear him and keep 
his commandments and obey his voice, and you shall serve him and hold fast to him. But that prophet or 
that dreamer of dreams shall be put to death
